 North Texas Society of History and Culture, Tales N Trails Museum 

 We are happy to report that Phase I is nearing completion 

 
Within 45 days, we hope to have our two new tenants, the Nocona Chamber of Commerce and the Nocona 
Economic Development Corporation moved into their new offices.  Chamber staff will help us operate the 
museum, supplemented by museum staff as needed. 
 
Although a date has not been set, in June we will have the Grand Opening of Phase I, along with our annual 
dinner and fundraising auction.  We are also excited to open the museum with a temporary pictorial exhibit of 
Quanah Parker, son of our townôs namesake, Peta Nocona. 
 
Phase I consists of offices for the Chamber, EDC and Museum, as well as a temporary gallery, which will 
eventually be re-purposed as the Benton Conference room for meetings, seminars, video presentations and 
workshops.  In addition, Phase I will feature the Entry Hall gallery, kitchen, reference room, gift shop, restrooms 
and a temporary meeting room until Phase II is completed. 
 
Work will commence soon on handicapped and visitors parking, as well have some modest landscaping. 
 
After the completion of Phase I, design and construction of the main gallery area, Phase II, will begin in earnest.  
A number of functional components, such as heat and air conditioning, electrical and insulation, have already 
been completed for this area.  Although additional fundraising will be necessary to get this phase open, we are 
excited about the opportunity to showcase the five different themes of the museum, Native American Indian 
history, the Oil and Gas history, Western Heritage, Leather Crafting and Agriculture of the North Texas area. 
 
The board has been busy over the last few years, cataloging and documenting the many artifacts already in the 
museumôs collection.  In addition, thousands of area photographs and orals histories will be accessible at the 
museum in a video reference room. 
 
Future additions such as an Oilfield pumperôs house, livery stable and log cabin are in the works. 
 
Finally, filming will start in earnest next week on a 15 minute High Definition video of the museumôs five themes, 
featuring brief interview with local folks.  We are excited that narration of this video has been donated by none 
other, than Red Steagall. 
 
Please stay tuned, because we think you will be excited and proud of YOUR new museum!

             The Montague County Child Welfare Board (MCCWB) is a 
group of volunteers from Nocona and throughout the county, who 
support Child Protective Services (CPS) in the treatment and 
rehabilitation of abused and neglected children. During this past 
month, CPS supervised 87 kids who were at risk, several of which 
resided in Nocona. 
    The MCCWB helps these children directly by, for example, 
supplying clothing, computers, birthday gifts, school supplies, glasses, 
medical care, bedding and baby care, graduation needs, scholarships, 
helping foster parents, and transportation needs. 
              The emphasis of the Board this year is on a school Meth 
Awareness Program, establishing a Mentoring Program, and opening 
a Child Advocacy Center in Bowie which will serve as a focal point for 
law enforcement, child interview and treatment. 
              An annual fund raiser will be held this year with a Gala and 
Charity Auction at Daddy Sam's on  September 18th, and a Bowie
